Depending on which of the skills the teacher is focusing on, students will learn to do the following:

e Use textual evidence to support analysis, inferences, themes, and summaries, and to analyze
the impacts of the author’s choices.

e Analyze diction, structure, and point of view in one or more texts to determine their impact on
the text.

e Compare texts in different mediums or subjects from same period, analyzing the interpretations
or treatments of the topic.

e Evaluate the reasoning in oral presentations and express own ideas clearly.

e Write arguments to support claims, using valid reasoning and relevant and sufficient evidence.

e Write explanatory texts to examine a topic and convey complex ideas, concepts, and
information clearly and accurately.

e Demonstrate command of the conventions of standard English, and use the knowledge of
language to make effective choices.
