
PDMS2.   (Peabody Developmental Motor Scales--Second Edition)

This test examines balance in various positions, ability to move about, and balance while interacting with large objects (balls).

It compares a child's abilities in these areas to other children their age.

Physical Therapy Functional Evaluation

This evaluation examines a student's abilities to access the educational environment, including sitting with good posture to do schoolwork and moving himself or herself from place to place at school.  It also evaluates issues of strength, flexibility, sensory processing, balance and coordination that affect these functional abilities.

Berg Balance Test

This test examines balance in standing and sitting during movements we use in everyday life.  Scores on this test indicate whether a student's balance is adequate for independent walking.
